This project aims at supporting local producers or SMEs of APEC
economies to establish and implement intellectual property(IP) strategies
for product branding. It is based on the previously conducted APEC project,
the “One Village One Brand Seminar,” held in June 23"-25" 2010 in which

the need for a further actual support of product branding was raised by
participants. The project covers three areas — developing product branding
via IP strategy, building capacity for effective use of developed brands, and
sharing experiences and lessons learnt. Specifically, 1) selection of
products for branding and development of effective brands for the products;
2) provision of follow-up consultation and capacity building program and 3)
sharing of the project results among stakeholders via CD-ROM and book
publication. By undertaking the project, local communities can have an
opportunity of gaining knowledge on product branding and the strategic use
of IP, and furthermore raising their economic market power and regional
economic integrations by using proper product brands. This project can

also contribute to make it easy doing business and enhance its efficiency.

Peru updated member economies on the project proposal is the second phase of the

project “Raising awareness and Providing Insights on promoting appropriate Access

and protection of genetic resources and traditional knowledge in APEC Economies”.

The seminar project was endorsed by IPEG inter-sessionaly and approved by BMC in
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December, 2010. Australia; China; Thailand and Viet Nam offered to co-sponsor.

The project aims to organize a 2-day Seminar to be held in Peru, where APEC
economies can carry out a relevant discussion on Traditional Knowledge (TK) and

share APEC experiences in the use of tools for TK protection.

Advanced APEC Project for Training Intellectual Property Right Information

Facilitators using e-learning contents, IP Xpedite (TILF)

Korea’s project was endorsed by IPEG members during the 31% IPEG Meeting and
approved by BMC in December, 2010. Mexico; Thailand and the U.S. are
CO-SpoNsOors.

Following the success of 2009 APEC project on the training of intellectual property
rights information facilitators with the e-learning contents IP Xpedite, an advanced
version of the course will be held in 2011. Compared to 2009 project, this project will
take a more advanced approach and cover a broader scope of subjects based on the
feedback received from last year’s attendees. New features include introducing
various case studies, analyzing advanced IP information, filing strategies, focus on
other types of IP in addition to patents and holding a seminar to learn about success
stories and exchange concerns on IP of participants’ own economies. The newly
developed “IP Xpedite Practical” will be added to the online program featuring video
contents based on the offline lectures from last year’s project. The offline course will
consist of two sessions and a seminar: an intermediate course for SME researchers
and university students, an advanced course for IP experts like examiners and patent
attorneys, and a seminar where every patrticipant of the two sessions will gather to
network and discuss IP issues. The lectures and materials of the advanced course will

be used to produce additional IP Xpedite e-learning contents for other future uses.
