and Korea were informed . The selected products were “Bamboo Fiber
Articles” from China and “FUEGOS packaged drinks” from Chile.

This initiative was presented at first by China as a survey in Australia in
2007; however, along these years, China worked constructively with
economies, particularly with the U.S. After the XXXIIl IPEG Meeting
held in San Francisco on September 16 -17, 2011, China and the U.S.
developed a jointly concept note on an “APEC IPEG Workshop on
Practices of IPR Protection in Standardization” which was circulated

intersesionally and it was endorsed by IPEG and approved by BMC.

During the last XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on February 5- 6, 2012, in
Moscow, Russia, the U.S. and China updated IPEG members about the

workshop.

Update by Japan on the Intellectual Property Academy Collaborative
Initiative (iPAC Initiative)

During the last XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on February 5- 6, in Moscow,
Russia, Japan gave an update on the web-based platform which aims at
facilitating effective information sharing among IP Academies (human
resources development institutions focused on the IP field). The

information is being updated by IPEG members.



iPAC’s most important objective is to promote information sharing among

academies and thereby to facilitate wvoluntary and mutually-beneficial

collaboration among these academies in IP training, education and research,

such website was launched in 2011.

This Initiative has been ongoing since 3 years from now and during the XXXIV
IPEG Meeting held on, February 5- 6, 2012, in Moscow, Russia, the U.S. sought
support for an “APEC Work-Sharing Statement” introduced at the last meeting,
which relates to the idea of an IP office re-using the work of another IP office for
duplicate IP applications. Some economies supported the concept, whereas
others requested changes to provide more flexibility to decide the types of
cooperation given the different levels of development among APEC economies.
The U.S. will circulate the draft statement again for further comments, aiming to
agree to this statement at the next meeting in Kazan, in May, 2012.

During the XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on, February 5- 6, 2012, in
Moscow, Russia, Russia presented a proposal on “New Approaches to
Regulation of Circulation of the Results of Intellectual Activities on the
Internet.” Russia proposed that IPEG members consult with relevant
agencies on this proposal intersessionally and discuss it at the next

IPEG meeting in Kazan, in May, 2012.

Presentation by Mexico on proposal “Relationship between

counterfeiting/piracy and organized crime”.

During the XXXIII IPEG Meeting held in San Francisco, U.S.A. on
September 16-17, 2011, the IPEG Chair drew members’ attention to
the APEC Anti-Counterfeiting and Piracy Initiative endorsed by APEC
Ministers Responsible for Trade in 2005 aimed



To reduce counterfeit and pirated goods trade and combat
transnational networks that produce and distribute these

items;

To promote the enacting of appropriate legal regimes and
enforcement systems to curtail online piracy and to

undermine the online trade in counterfeit goods;

To increase operational contact and the sharing of
information between customs and law enforcement

agencies to combat counterfeiting and piracy networks;

To increase member economies’ ability to develop and
manage  effective  anti-counterfeiting and  piracy
enforcement systems through education and training

throughout the region.
During the last XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on, February 5-6, 2012 in
Moscow, Russia, Mexico presented a survey on it ( jointly with Japan

and the U.S.), and circulated said survey for members’ comments.

During the last XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on, February 5 -6, 2012, in
Moscow, Russia, Russia made a proposal on “Enhanced Cooperation in
Intellectual Property Enforcement,” which includes joint work to
promote the accession of the customs authorities to the WCO
Interface Public Members (IPM), for an effective collaboration
between customs and law enforcement authorities. While members
supported the notion of collaboration between customs and law
enforcement authorities, some concerns were expressed that IPM
related issues are under discussion at another forum, SCCP. Members

will provide their comments to this proposal and further discuss it.

During the last XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on, February 5 -6, 2012, in

Moscow, Russia, the IPEG Chair informed that the final version was



included in the CTI annual report and such version was circulated to

IPEG members for information.

e Update by the IPEG Chair on IPEG-ABAC 2012.

Since 2010 IPEG and the APEC Business Advisory Council (ABAC) have

been working together in mutual-interest topics.

During the last XXXIV IPEG Meeting held on, February 5 -6, 2012, in
Moscow, Russia, the IPEG chair mentioned that it was agreed with
ABAC that in order to take advantage of representatives of ABAC from
different sectors, it would be more suitable to have ABAC
representatives during the next meeting in Kazan, in May 2012, rather

than having a separate meeting or dialogue with them.

At the next meeting in Kazan, in May 2012, two representatives from
ABAC will be deliverating about mutual-agreed topics during the

plenary and with all member economies’ participants.

The IPEG Chair urge to the Economies to deliver ideas or comments on
this issue which is of sum importance to the work of IPEG because the
private sector is a key player in IP.
